Working with a partner or in a small group, study and discuss Source 1.  What does it tell you about the Streets of London?

Three ideas for work (you can do one or all of them):
· Working in a group or as a whole class, play a version of the children's game, 'I went to market'.  The first student says 'I went to London and I bought . . . .' and then mentions one of the items for sale in the poem.  The second student repeats this, and adds a second item. Each student in turn tries to repeat the whole list, adding one more item.  Etc.  (There are at least 25 possible items.)
· Working in a group, stage a drama reconstructing the farmers 'Visit to a London Street', synthesising information from Source 1, the Introduction, and any other sources you have consulted.

· Working individually, write an account of a visit to medieval London entitled 'A Time-words Trip Round London'. The account must have TEN sentences: 
· The first sentence must include the word: 'first'. 
· The second sentence must include the word: 'then'. 
· The third sentence must include the word: 'already'. 
· The fourth sentence must include the word: 'when'. 
· The fifth sentence must include the word: 'next'. 
· The sixth sentence must include the word: 'soon'. 
· The seventh sentence must include the word: 'later'. 
· The eighth sentence must include the words: 'at once'. 
· The ninth sentence must include the word: 'before'. 
· The tenth sentence must include the word: 'past'.
(If you want to make it even harder, write it in the form of a medieval alliterative poem.)
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
