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Put the title  The 1569 Rebellion in your exercise book.
Imagine you are Queen Elizabeth I’s Privy Council.  You have heard that there is trouble in the north of England.  You have letters coming from the north, and good maps (though Elizabeth’s Privy Council did not have any maps as good as ‘The Map of the 1569 Rebellion’).  Your job is to study information and to report to the Queen, and to give advice:

Task One: 26 November 1569 – The Rebellion Begins
1.
Working in a large group, study Sources 1-6, and make your report. 

Issues you will need to include in your report: 

· Who are the leaders of the rebellion? 
· Where is the rebellion? 
· Why have they rebelled? 
· Who is joining them and why? 
· What forces are against the Queen? How powerful are they? 
· What forces does the Queen have in the area? 
· What do you think the rebels are planning to do? 

Matters on which you will need to give advice: 

· Should the Queen attack now with her forces in the area, or have you any other ideas? 
· Mary, Queen of Scots, is at Derby, 85 miles south of York.  Should she be moved?  What should the Queen do with her?
2.
Coming together as a whole class, imagine that your teacher is either Queen Elizabeth (if your teacher is a women) or Lord Burghley (if your teacher is a man).  Deliver your report, and discuss and debate what the Queen should do.  

Task Two: 19 December 1569 – The Military Campaign


1.
Working in a large group, study Sources 1-6, and make your report. 

Issues you will need to include in your report: 

· Why did the rebels capture Barnard Castle? 

· Was George Bowes to blame for the defeat?  Is he a coward?  Some people are saying that he is a traitor on the rebels' side – what do you think? 

· How did the Queen's army do against the rebels? 

· Why did the Queen's army win?

Matters on which you will need to give advice: 

· What should the Queen do with the rebels?  Should she treat them all equally?

· What should she do with the Earls of Northumberland and Westmorland? 
2.
Coming together as a whole class, again imagine that your teacher is either Queen Elizabeth (if your teacher is a women) or Lord Burghley (if your teacher is a man).  Deliver a new, updated report, and discuss and debate what the Queen should do.  

3.
Discuss as a whole class: How dangerous was the 1569 rebellion?  

The historian Christopher Haigh wrote in 1988 that it was ‘a major threat to Elizabeth’s regime … extremely dangerous, and if Elizabeth’s government had made a few small errors (such as delay in moving Mary), there could have been a disaster.  Elizabeth had been very lucky.’  Having studied the information, do you agree?
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
