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" THE AGE OF PROGRESS

The Victorians passed a number of important Acts of Parliament.
For his homework, Johnny Berry had to list the names of the five most important
Acts, together with their dates, what they did, and what they affected.

Silly Johnny lost his homework diary.
All he could find was a muddled list and some notes the teacher had made.

Here is the muddled list:

Names: Ballot Act, Factories Act, New Poor Law, Public Health
Act, Reform Act.

Dates: 1832, 1833, 1834, 1848, 1872.

What they did* Forced councils to builld sewers, Improved working

conditions, Gave more people the vote, Made voting
secret, Reorganised poor relief.

What they affected: Elections, Factories, Parliament, Towns, Workhouses.

Here are the teacher’s notes:

1 The Act which affected Parliament gave more people the vote.

2 The Factories Act improved working conditions and affected the factories.

3 The New Poor Law affected the workhouses.

4 The Act which forced councils to build sewers was passed in 1848, and it had
nothing to do with workhouses or elections.

5 The Ballot Act was passed 24 years after the Act which forced councils to build
the sewers. It did not give more people the vote.

6 The Reform Act was not the Act which improved the towns.

7 The Act which improved the towns was passed 14 years after the Act which
reorganised poor relief.

8 The Act which reorganised poor relief came one year after the Factories Act.
