Put the title  The Suffragettes into your exercise book.
Study the information on the webpage, then:

Task One: 
1.
Working alone, use the captions to answer the following questions:

· How long did the suffragettes campaign for the vote?

· How long a gap was there between the last date in the pictures and 1918 (when women over 30 got the vote)? 
· World War lasted 1914-18; how might that explain the gap? 
· Sometimes it is suggested that the suffragettes did NOT win the vote for women, but that what women did during World War I won them the vote; what evidence is there in the pictures to support that claim?

· Select evidence from the pictures which shows that the campaign became more violent as time went on.  Do you think this was justified?
2.
Describe, working as a whole class, what is happening in each picture.  Discuss how the suffragettes might have hoped that would get them the vote
Task Two: 
1.
EITHER:

· Imagine you are an old woman, looking back on their suffragette activity before 1914 and telling your grandchildren all about the things you did, so as to write up an account of suffragette activity in the years leading up to 1914.

OR

· Split into mixed boy-girl pairs to devise, rehearse and present a role-playing activity.  The girl plays an old woman remembering the days when she was a suffragette.  The boy asks her: 'What did you do to try to get the vote, Grandma?'  The girl then describes the things she did.  A she ‘remembers’, the boy might like to ask some subsidiary questions to help the monologue along – for instance: 'Did you ever get hurt?'  If you are in a classroom/whole class setting, selected pairs might be asked to perform their plays to the rest of the class.

Discuss: Is it ever right to use violence when campaigning for a cause?  Was the Suffragette campaign a terrible misjudgement?
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
