Task One:

Working on the list of events as a whole class or in a small group:

· Categorise events as examples of Nationalism/ Imperialism/ Militarism/ Alliances (most events will involve more than one influence).
· For each event, discuss its effects – HOW it contributed to the growing tension between the nations.

· The general impression is one of steadily increasing tension; do any events NOT fit into this pattern? 
· Add up the number of times each nation appears in the list of events and out them in rank order; which nations were most responsible for the increasing tension?
· Choose the five ‘crucial steps to war’ and write them up as a powerpoint presentation.
· Select evidence from the pictures which shows that the campaign became more violent as time went on.  Do you think this was justified?
