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Put the title  Living through the Strike into your exercise book.
Study the information on the webpage, then:

Task One 
1.
Working with a partner or in a small group, use Sources 1 and 2 to discuss:

· what did the author feel about the strike, and why?
· which social class did they come from?
· what gender were they?
· what were they doing/ what was their job?.

2.
Use your deductions to explain WHY the two sources offered such a different view of the Strike.
3.
Use your deductions to suggest how they might have differently described the scene in Source 3, had they seen it.  Write a short passage for each and compare it to your partner’s, so as to explain and discuss your suggested text.
Task Two 
1.
The British Gazette was the newspaper produced by the government during the Strike; the British Worker was a news sheet produced by the TUC (although it had to be cut to four pages when the government requisitioned most of the paper).

2.
Discuss and explain the very different impressions on the Strike in the two newspapers, particularly the very different interpretations of the Strike given by the Prime Minister in the British Gazette and the TUC General Council in the British Worker.

3.
Use your deductions to suggest how they might have differently described the scene in Source 3, had they included it as a news article.  Write a short passage for each and read them to a partner, so as to explain and discuss your suggested text.
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
